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The Hambach Festival of 1832

On 27 May 1832, up to 30,000 people gathered at
Hambach Castle to stand up for basic political rights,
a united Germany and a Europe united in solidarity.
Among them were men and women from all social
classes. They came from the Palatinate as well as from
large parts of the German Confederation, but also
from Poland, France and England. It was the first large
people’s assembly in German history. Against the will
of the authorities, the participants celebrated a festival
where they discussed, argued, sang and confessed
colour: With black-red-gold flags and cockades, they
declared their support for a united nation

state with basic democratic rights.
Since then Hambach Castle has
been regarded as the cradle

of German democracy.
